ENGLISH

For this half term the main focus will be writing. We
will be basingour writingaround the novel Wonder by
RJ Palacio. We will use the text and film clips to
develop our understanding of the themes. Studyinga
range of genres, we will create our own pieces around
the structures we have learnt.

CURRICULUM

History — This term we are learning about the Tudors
and the impact this period in history had on modern
Britain and religion.

PE — PE this term will be invasion games with the PNE
coaches. Children need to come to school in their PE
kits on a Tuesday.

PSHE — In PSHE we will be looking at Health and
Wellbeing and, in particular, how drugs that are
common to everyday life can affect health.

Thisterm begins with a topicon factors, multiples and
prime numbers. We will then move on to fractions
with a focus on addition, subtraction, division and
multiplication.

Alongside these topics we will be working daily on
improvingour speed and accuracy in our times tables.

If your child is still not confident with their times
tables, it would be great if they could practise at home
as this will help them immensely, especially as they
move to Year 6 in September.
