
Science:
We are going to find out what plants are like in
Autumn and Winter. We will go on an Autumn
walk and observe changes to trees in this season.
We will make records of the weather and
temperature.

English:
This half-term we are learning what a playscript is in preparation for our
Nativity performance. We will be exploring the characters, events, speech
and stage directions within the script. We will also be writing character
descriptions, exploring their thoughts and feelings through drama and
creating posters and invites for our show!

Computing:
We will be learning how to log on to our school
laptops.

We will
explore typing and changing the font and learn
how to save our work.

Mathematics:
We will be comparing items by length, weight
and volume. We will move onto exploring what a
whole is and then identify part of a whole. We
will use part-whole models to partition numbers.

Religious Education:

We will learn the Nativity story
and that Christians believe Jesus
was a special gift from God.
