For English we will be learning more about
traditional tales including fairy tales. Choose your
favourite fairytale and create a cartoon strip of it.
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In Science we are continuing our topic on plants.

We will investigate how important a flower is in
the plant life cycle. Make a poster of a plant life
cycle to show this.
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In Geography we are learning about the rainforest.
As we learn more about the layers of the
rainforest, have a go at making your own model to
show the different layers. You could include the
animals that live in each layer, the more creative
the better!

In Computing we will be looking at simulations.
Choose your favourite simulation game e.g. flight
simulator, Roblox, Minecraft etc. and write a review
to let other children know the advantages and
disadvantages of simulations.
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In DT we will be designing and making our own
bags. Research the development of bags through
time and create your own timeline to show how
bags and their uses have changed.
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In PSHE we will be learning more about how to manage risk and stay safe in certain situations. Create a VLOG for younger children to help them stay safe in

certain situations such as crossing the road, how to play safely at the park etc.
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As well as the above, the following homework should be done at least 4 times a week:
1) Times tables — In Years 3 and 4 Times Tables are even more important. By the end of year 4, it is expected that all children should know all their times
tables up to 12x12. Please keep practising these at home — there are dojo points on offer for those who go on TT Rockstars at home.

2) Reading — this can be your home/ school reader, a library book, a magazine or comic or something else that you enjoy reading. Keep reading —
help you with your writing. Make sure you record it in your reading record for a dojo point.
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
